ASSUMPTIONS:
- The install guide applies to VistA systems running on Linux/GT.M
- The install steps assume the VistA software is already installed and the environment variables/aliases below are already defined in your system. The install instructions for WorldVistA running on Linux/GT.M can be found at:

Environment variables:
eVistA_home="/home/VistA/EHR"              -- the install directory for VistA
gtm_dist="/usr/local/gtm"                          -- the install directory for GT.M
gtmgbldir="$VistA_home/g/mumps.gld"

gtmroutines="$VistA_home/o($VistA_home/r) $gtm_dist"

alias GTM="$gtm_dist/mumps -direct"

alias gtm="$gtm_dist/mumps -direct"

- The text in red represents the commands to be entered/typed in to a UNIX, GT.M or VistA menu prompt. The prompt text is formatted in bold and italics.
A). DOWNLOAD THE CCR DISTRIBUTION PACKAGE

A1). Change the current directory to the VistA_install_dir. E.g.:
VistA@ubuntu: cd /home/VistA/EHR

A2). Download the latest CCR build bundle (kid) from WorldVistA’s web site*:

VistA@ubuntu: wget --no-check-certificate https://trac.opensourceVistA.net/export/535/ccr/trunk/p/C0C_1_0_0_T15.KID

B). LOAD AND INSTALL THE CCR MODULE
B1). Load the CCR KID.  Once logged in as the user (e.g. VistA) used for the VistA install follow these steps – unless otherwise specified each command should be followed by the Enter key. At times, after the Enter key is entered the system will respond with other messages as well (e.g. detailed description of a chosen menu or list of choices) but these are not displayed below as they don’t affect the steps to be followed:
VistA@ubuntu: GTM
-- enter the GT.M shell

GTM>S DUZ=9
-- sets the user id to be used for the GT.M session

GTM>D ^XUP
-- enter the programmer environment
Select OPTION NAME: XPD MAIN           -- enter Kernel Installation & Distribution System
Select Kernel Installation & Distribution System Option: INSTALLATION
Select Installation Option: LOAD 
Enter a Host File: /home/VistA/EHR/C0C_1_0_0_T15.KID  -- enter the location and the name of the file downloaded at step A2
Want to Continue with Load? YES// YES
If the load was successful the following message should be displayed. In case the name of the distribution package – highlighted in bold – is different take a note of it. It will be used later during the install step:

B2). Install the CCR Distribution. At the completion of step B1 you should see the following menu:
   1      Load a Distribution

   2      Verify Checksums in Transport Global

   3      Print Transport Global

   4      Compare Transport Global to Current System

   5      Backup a Transport Global

If that is not the case, keep hitting the Enter key at each VistA Menu prompt until you are back to the GTM prompt. Then enter again the commands from line 2 to 5 from step B1. Next follow these commands to perform the install:

Select Installation Option: INSTALL
Select INSTALL NAME: C0C*1.0*0         -- or type in the name of the distribution package received at the end of step B1) in case it is different

Want KIDS to Rebuild Menu Trees Upon Completion of Install? NO// YES
Want KIDS to INHIBIT LOGONs during the install? NO//      -- Hit Enter to accept the default answer

Want to DISABLE Scheduled Options, Menu Options, and Protocols? NO//   -- Hit Enter to accept the default answer

DEVICE: HOME//       -- Hit Enter to accept the default answer. The output messages from the install will be displayed to the terminal.

Wait until the progress bar shows complete for all the steps which are displayed during the install – the messages below go away after the install completes. Wait especially for the last one – Installing Data - which takes the longest to execute.

Once the install is completed a summary of the distribution components, the install questions and answers and menu updates is displayed. An “Install Completed” text at the end means the install was successful.
To exit the GTM prompt and exit to the UNIX shell hit H and then Enter at the GTM prompt.
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
