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1. Emergency Department Integration Software 

1.1. Overview 
Emergency Department Integration Software (EDIS) incorporates several Web-based views 
that extend the current Computerized Patient Record System (CPRS) to help healthcare 
professionals track and manage the flow of patient care in the emergency-department setting. 
EDIS views are based on a class-three application developed by the Upstate New York 
Veterans Health Care Network—or Veterans Integrated Services Network (VISN) 2. Most 
EDIS views are site-configurable. EDIS enables you to:  

• Sign in patients to the emergency department 
• View patient status information on the display board 
• Update patient status and location information throughout patients’ visits 
• Collect information about patients’ dispositions 
• Create operational reports  

 
The system also includes views for correcting information and configuring the display board. 

1.2. Recommended Audience 
This guide provides information specifically for Department of Veterans Affairs Medical 
Center (VAMC) information resource management (IRM) staff.  

1.3. About this Guide 
This installation guide provides instructions for installing application components that run on 
M servers at VAMC facilities. It also provides instructions for performing post-installation 
tasks—including configuration tasks—that require knowledge of the underlying VistA 
system.

The Portable Document File (PDF) version of this guide supports assistive reading devices 
such as Job Access with Speech (JAWS).

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2. Pre-Install Instructions 

2.1. Check the 230-234 Number Space 
If your site has local files that are stored in the EDIS number space (230-234), remove the 
files before you install EDIS. Do this in your site’s test and production VistA accounts. If 
you install EDIS with local files that occupy the EDIS number space, the application may 
behave unpredictably.  

2.2. Install EDIS in Your Test Account 
The EDIS project team recommends that you first install EDIS in a training or test account 
that is a mirror of your production account. This will give you the opportunity to experiment 
with the application’s configuration options before setting up your site’s production display-
board configuration. 

2.2.1. Test-Account URLs

2.3. Check VistA Software Requirements 
EDIS uses the following packages, which must be installed and fully patched in your 
accounts: 

• CPRS 26 (OR*3.0*215) or greater 
• VistALink 1.5 or greater 
• Kernel Patch XU*8.0*451 (This patch installs the VistA components for Kernel Authentication & 

Authorization for J2EE—or KAAJEE.)

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2.4. Place and Protect New Globals 
The EDIS host file ( a Kernel Installation and Distribution System [KIDS] build) creates files 
in the following globals:

2.4.1. Namespace and Number Space 
The namespace for EDIS is EDP. The number space is 230-234. 

2.5. Check Workstation Configuration (You May Do This Later) 
You may perform this step now, in preparation for EDIS, or after you’ve installed EDIS. 

EDIS runs in Adobe Flash Player, which runs in a Web browser. EDIS has been tested with 
Internet Explorer 6 and Firefox 2. The correct version of Flash Player is probably already 
running on many users’ workstations. If a workstation lacks the Flash Player 9 plug-in, you 
must install it. This is a one-time installation. It is not necessary to install Flash Player with 
subsequent releases of EDIS. 

To check the version of Flash Player that is installed on a workstation, open a browser on the 
workstation and point it to: http://www.adobe.com/products/flash/about/. 

The browser will display the version of Flash Player (if any) that is currently installed. 

To install Flash Player on a workstation: 

1. Log into the workstation with administrative access. 
2. Point the workstation’s browser to http://www.adobe.com/go/getflashplayer. 
3. Click Download Now to download the installer. 
4. Close all browser windows. 
5. Double-click the installer icon (usually named something like install_flash_player.exe). 
6. Follow the onscreen prompts. The installation will complete in a few seconds. You will not need to 

restart the machine.

2.6. Check Server Requirements (Thin Client Environments—You May Do 
This Later) 

If your site has a thin-client environment, make sure that Flash Player is up to date on all 
servers.  

If your thin-client environment includes roaming profiles, use the following URL to preselect 
your site and disable site-selection on the EDIS login screen:

2.7. Install and Configure VistALink for EDIS 
If VistALink 1.5 is not running, configure it to run at this time.  

Note:  Every system that handles VistALink connections must be running a VistALink 
listener. If your site’s load balancer passes control to different VistA instances, 
each of these instances must be running a VistALink listener. 

EDIS national servers are currently located at the Falling Waters, VA data center. This 
facility also hosts Blind Rehabilitation and Patient Advocate Tracking System (PATS). OI&T 
management recommends that a connector proxy be used for each data center. Your site will 
probably not need to create a new connector proxy for EDIS because it can share the existing 
connector proxy with Blind Rehabilitation and PATS.  

If your site has not installed and configured VistALink, please refer to chapter 2 in VistALink 
Installation Guide 1.5. You can download this document from the VistA Documentation 
Library (VDL) at www.va.gov/vdl. Use this guide to install and configure VistALink 1.5. 

2.7.1. Create a Connector Proxy M Account  
If your site has not created a VistALink connector proxy, use the Kernel Tool’s 
Foundations Manager menu to create the Connector Proxy M Account.

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1. On the Foundations Manager main page, select CP Enter/Edit Connector Proxy User.

2. At the Enter NPF CONNECTOR PROXY name prompt, type CONNECTOR, EDIS. 
3. At the Are you adding ‘CONNECTOR, EDIS’ as a NEW PERSON prompt, type Y for 

yes. 
4. At the Want to edit ACCESS CODE prompt, type Y for yes.  
5. At the Enter a new ACCESS CODE <Hidden> prompt, type an access code for your 

EDIS connector. Remember this access code.  
6. At the Please re-type the new code to show that I have it right prompt, retype the new 

access code.  
7. At the Want to edit VERIFY CODE prompt, type Y for yes.  
8. At the Enter a new VERIFY CODE prompt, type a new verify code. Be sure to remember 

this code.  
9. At the Please re-type the new code to show that I have it right prompt, retype your new 

verify code. When the Foundations Manager window confirms that you have successfully 
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changed your verify code, you have successfully created your connector proxy M account.

2.7.2. Check the Status of Your Site’s VistALink Listener 
If you aren’t sure whether or not a VistALink listener is running in your account, please 
check by performing the following steps on a Windows workstation that is connected to 
the VA network:  

1. Open a command prompt. You can open a command prompt from the Start menu in either 
of two ways:  

a. Click Start, then All Programs, then Accessories, and then Command Prompt. 
b. Click Start and then click Run. In the Run dialog’s Open box, type cmd.exe.  
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2. At the command prompt, type the word telnet, press the <Spacebar> key, and then type the 
IP address and port of your site’s VistALink listener. The Command Prompt window 
should look like the window in the following screen capture, where 10.nnn.nnn.nnn is the 
four-byte IP address and pppp is the port number of your VistALink listener.

3. Press the <Enter> key. You should see the Telnet window with the IP address showing in 
the window’s title bar.

4. Press the <Enter> key again. The Telnet window should display an XML error message 
that is very similar to the error message in the following screen capture. This error message 
results from requesting a telnet connection to the listener. (Telnet connections are not valid 
for listeners.) The message lets you know that the listener is there and is listening.

If your listener is not present, not correctly configured, or not enabled, telnet will 
immediately drop your connection. You will not see an XML error message. In this event, 
please contact you VistALink support personnel. 

5. Close the Telnet window by clicking X in the upper lefthand corner.  

2.7.3. Send VistALink Connector Information to the National Server EDIS Administrator 
The next step is to send the following information to the EDIS administrator. You must 
send this information securely via public key infrastructure (PKI). Securely send this 
information for both the VistALink connector on your test VistA system and the 
VistALink connector on your production VistA system.  

• The IP address for your site’s VistA server 
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• The IP address and port number of your site’s VistALink listener 
• The access code for the VistALink connector  
• The verify code for the VistALink connector 

2.8. Add Browser Links for EDIS (You May Do This Later) 
While at users’ workstations, create shortcuts to EDIS software. The URL for the EDIS 
production server is: http://vaww.edis.med.va.gov/main.  

Note:  If you want to preselect your site on the EDIS login screen and disable users’ 
ability to select another site, use this URL:

To create a shortcut on users’ desktops: 

1. Right click the desktop and select New and then select Shortcut. 
2. Type the URL (http://vaww.edis.med.va.gov/main) in the Type the location of the item box and

3. Type a meaningful name for the shortcut in the Type a name for this shortcut box and click

2.9. Install Flex Scripts on JAWS Users’ Machines (You May Do This 
Later) 

While you are at users’ workstations, you may also want to download and install Adobe Flex 
accessibility scripts for users who rely on Job Access with Speech (JAWS). These scripts 
enable JAWS users to employ the standard keyboard shortcut to enter Forms mode on EDIS 
interface controls.

3. Installing M Server Components 

3.1. Install the Emergency Department 1.0 Host File 
Follow these instructions to install the EDIS patch. Installation time is less than one minute. 

1. Select Installation from the XPD MAIN option. 
2. From the Select Installation Option menu, select Load a Distribution. 
3. At the Enter a Host File prompt, type EDP1_0.KID.  
4. At the OK to continue with Load? NO// prompt, type YES. 
5. At the Want to Continue with Load? YES// confirmation, press the <Enter> key to confirm that 

you want to continue.  
6. The installation menu presents a list that includes the following options:  

i. Backup a Transport Global  
ii. Compare Transport Global to Current System  

iii. Verify Checksums in Transport Global. 
Select these options one by one. 

7. When prompted Want KIDS to Rebuild Menu Trees Upon Completion of Install? YES// 
respond YES. 

8. When prompted Want KIDS to INHIBIT LOGONs during the install? YES//, respond NO. 
9. When prompted Want to DISABLE Scheduled Options, Menu Options, and Protocols? YES//, 

respond NO. 

Note:  Appendix B contains an installation example. 

3.2. Edit the EDPF LOCATION Parameter 
This parameter should contain the hospital location or locations that your emergency 
department uses. If yours is a multi-division site, make an entry for each division.  

1. Log in to VistA. 
2. At the Select OPTION NAME prompt, type xpar menu (for XPAR MENU TOOLS) and then 

press the <Enter> key.  
3. At the Select General Parameter Tools Option prompt, type ep (for Edit Parameters) and then 

press the <Enter> key.  
4. At the Select PARAMETER DEFINITION NAME prompt, type edpf l (for EDPF 

LOCATION), and then press the <Enter> key. 
5. At the Select INSTITUTION NAME prompt, type the name or station number of your institution 

and then press the <Enter> key.  
6. At the Select Time Range (ex. 0800-1200) or Sequence prompt, type the time range during which 

the clinic location you are about to select functions as your site’s emergency department. Use 
military time. For example, if the location serves as your site’s emergency department from 8:00 
a.m. to 5:00 p.m., type 0800-1700. Alternately, type a number that represents the location’s 
preference rating (the number 1 represents the most-preferred location). Press the <Enter> key. 
When users create a PCE encounter, EDIS uses time-of-day-based or preference-based criteria to 
determine the encounter’s location. 

Note:  When selecting time ranges, take care to account for all hours of emergency-
department operation. EDIS does not create PCE appointments for patients whom 
users enter during times that you don’t include in the EDPF LOCATION parameter. 
For example, suppose you set the parameter to use Clinic A from 0700 to 0800 
hours and Clinic B from 0900 to 1200 hours. If a user then adds a patient at 0830 
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hours, EDIS will not create a PCE appointment for the patient. Further, take care 
not to overlap hours. In cases where hours overlap, EDIS always creates the 
patient’s PCE appointment for the first clinic.  

Note:  EDIS uses the time and preference settings you specify here to populate its Clinic 
list when you select the Show clinics on entry form check box in the application’s 
Configure view. This parameter allows users at sites that have multiple emergency-
department locations to select the location EDIS will use when it creates the 
patient’s emergency-department visit in CPRS.  

7. VistA displays your new time range or selection as a default value. Press the <Enter> key to accept 
this default value.  

8. At the ED LOCATION prompt, type the name of the location that serves as your site’s emergency 
department during this time range or for this sequence and press the <Enter> key. 

9. Repeat steps 6 through 8 for additional emergency-department locations (if any). 

3.3. Edit the EDPF NURSE STAFF SCREEN Parameter 
The EDPF NURSE STAFF SCREEN parameter allows you to select the type of filtering 
EDIS uses to populate the nursing-staff selection list in its Assign Staff view. By default, the 
application allows all entries in the New Person (#200) file. Options for narrowing the list of 
possible staff selections include:  

• Allow only persons who are present and active in the NURS STAFF file (#210)  
• Allow only persons who hold the ORELSE key 
• Allow only persons who hold the PSJ RNURSE key 
• Allow selection from all entries in the New Person file (#200)  
 

1. Log in to VistA 
2. At the Select OPTION NAME prompt, type xpar edit parameter and press the <Enter> key. 
3. At the Select PARAMETER DEFINITION NAME prompt, type edpf nurse staff and press the 

<Enter> key. 
4. At the Enter selection prompt, type the number 3 (for Division) and press the <Enter> key. If your 

site has only one division, you can set this parameter at the system level by typing the number 5 
(for System). 

5. At the Select INSTITUTION NAME prompt, type your institution’s name and then press the 
<Enter> key. VistA displays a list of criteria that EDIS can use to filter entries in the New Person 
(#200) file. 

6. At the Allow Persons prompt, type one of the following numbers to select a screening criterion and 
then press the <Enter> key: 

i. 0 (Active in NURS STAFF (210) 
ii. 1 (Hold ORELSE Key) 

iii. 2 (Hold PSJ RNURSE Key) 
iv. 3 (All Persons (No Screen)) 
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4. Post Installation 

4.1. Convert Existing Data from the Class-III Application to EDIS (Skip This 
Step if Your Site Has Never Used the Syracuse Application) 

You can convert data from class III (Syracuse) application files to EDIS files via a 
standalone option: EDP Conversion.  

1. At the Select OPTION NAME prompt, type EDP CONVERSION. The application displays the 
following information: 

 
Select OPTION NAME: EDP CONVERSION       Convert local ER data to EDIS files. 

This option will copy ER configuration and visit data at your site to the new Emergency 

Department application. For each division, your local configuration data will be copied 

first, followed by all currently active patient visits. A task will then be queued to 

populate previous, closed visits in the national application files to allow reports to 

continue to function.  

2. The conversion option presents you with a list of your local divisions. At the Select the division 
you wish to convert: prompt, type the name or division number of the division whose data you 
want to convert and press the <Enter> key.  

Note:  You can run EDP CONVERSION only once for each division.  

3. At the Do you wish to convert the configuration as well as the data? prompt, type YES and press 
the <Enter> key if you want to convert configuration data from the class-III application.  

Note:  If you have already configured EDIS, EDP CONVERSION will overwrite 
these EDIS configurations with your class-III configurations. If you want to 
convert only patient data, type NO at this prompt and press the <Enter> key.  

The conversion process displays the following warning: 

DO NOT PROCEED UNTIL YOU ARE READY TO USE THE NEW EDIS PACKAGE!! 

4. If you are ready to use the new EDIS package at the division you’ve selected, type YES at the Are 
you ready? NO// prompt. The option initiates the conversion process and displays the following 
informational text:  

Copying local configuration ... 

Copying currently active visits ... 

Task #12345 started to copy closed visits. 

4.1.1. The Conversion Process 
If you attempt to run the EDP CONVERSION option on a VistA implementation that 
contains no class-three data—that is, at a site that was not previously running the 
Syracuse application—the EDP CONVERSION option quits running and displays the 
following message: You have no ER data to convert.  
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Otherwise, the option begins the conversion process by copying your site’s class-III 
configuration settings to EDIS files (unless you choose not to convert these settings). 
You can edit these settings later to fine tune EDIS’s behavior.  

The conversion option then copies all currently active visits to EDIS files and, finally, 
queues a background job to copy closed class-three visits to EDIS files (thus ensuring 
that reporting functions continue to operate accurately).  

EDIS initializes a stub in the ^XTMP global when you install the application. It uses this 
stub to track each part of the conversion process, saving the last converted entry number 
in each section so it can pick up where it left off should you find it necessary to restart 
the conversion process. As it completes each section, the option sets the section’s ^XTMP 
piece to null. When the option completes the entire conversion process, it sets the node to 
DONE. 

4.1.1.1. Restarting the Conversion Process 
Follow steps 1 and 2 in section 4.1 of this guide (“Convert Existing Data from the 
Class-III Application to EDIS”) to restart the conversion process. The conversion 
option displays messages that tell you what it has already converted and what it is in 
the process of converting. If you restart the EDP CONVERSION option after the 
option has completed the conversion process, it displays the following message: All 
data has been converted.  

4.2. Rebuild Menus 
The KIDS installation process rebuilds VistA menu trees before you assign new EDIS menus. 
You must therefore perform a menu rebuild after you assign these menus for the first time. If 
you do not, graphical user interface (GUI) applications like EDIS won’t know who has access 
to the new options. Again, performing a menu rebuild is necessary only once for menus that 
have never before been assigned.  

The EDIS project team recommends that you assign to yourself the EDPF TRACKING 
MENU ALL option—which includes all EDIS menus—and then manually rebuild VistA 
menu trees.  

4.2.1. Assign Menu Options 
1. Log in to VistA. 
2. At the Select OPTION NAME prompt, type eve and then press the <Enter> key. 
3. At the Choose 1-5 prompt, type the number 1 (for EVE Systems Manager Menu) and 

press the <Enter> key. 
4. At the Select Systems Manager Menu Option prompt, type user (for User Management) 

and press the <Enter> key.  
5. At the Select User Management Option prompt, type edit (for Edit an Existing User) 

and press the <Enter> key. 
6. At the Select NEW PERSON NAME prompt, type your (or another user’s) name using 

the following format: lastname,firstname. Press the <Enter> key. 
7. Press the <Down Arrow> key to highlight the Select SECONDARY MENU OPTIONS 

field. (Type a question mark (?) to see a list of the secondary options that are currently 
assigned to you.) 

8. In the Select SECONDARY MENU OPTIONS field, type EDPF TRACKING MENU 
ALL and then press the <Enter> key.  
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9. At the Are you adding …as a new SECONDARY MENU OPTIONS (the…for this 
NEW PERSON)? No// prompt, type Yes and press the <Enter> key.  

10. Press the <Enter> key again to accept this new option. 
11. In the SYNONYM field, type a synonym for the option (optional). Press the <Enter> key. 
12. Press the <Enter> key to close the COMMAND field and return to the Select 

SECONDARY MENU OPTIONS field. 
13. Type the word exit in the COMMAND field. 
14. At the Save changes before leaving form (Y/N)? prompt, type the letter Y and press the 

<Enter> key.  

4.2.2. Rebuild Menu Trees 
Log in to VistA.  

1. At the Select OPTION NAME prompt, type eve and then press the <Enter> key. 
2. At the Choose 1-5 prompt, type the number 1 (for EVE Systems Manager Menu) and 

press the <Enter> key. 
3. At the Select Systems Manager Menu Option prompt, type the word menu (for Menu 

Management) and press the <Enter> key.  
4. At the Select Menu Management Option prompt, type the word menu (for Menu Rebuild 

Menu) and press the <Enter> key. 
5. At the Select Menu Rebuild Menu Option prompt, type the word build (for Build 

Primary Menu Trees) and press the <Enter> key. 
6. At the Do you wish to verify each primary menu? NO// prompt, press the <Enter> key 

to accept the default selection.  
7. At the Would you like to build secondary menu trees too? YES// prompt, press the 

<Enter> key to accept the default selection.  

Note:  If you type NO in response to this question, VistA will remove access to all 
EDIS options for all users. 

8. At the Would you like to queue this job? YES// prompt, press the <Enter> key to accept 
the default selection. If you want to run the job immediately, type NO, and then press the 
<Enter> key. If you choose the latter option, be advised that running a menu rebuild can 
take time.  

9. At the Requested Start Time: NOW// prompt, press the <Enter> key to accept the default 
selection. 

 
After the system runs the menu rebuild, remove the menu options you don’t need. 

4.3. Assign Options for Emergency Department Users 
You must assign to users and clinical application coordinators (CACs) at least one of the 
following secondary menu options. These options provide rudimentary capabilities for 
limiting application access based on user roles. The EDIS project team recommends working 
with your site’s emergency-department administrative and IT staff to determine which users 
should receive which menu options.    

 

• EDPF TRACKING MENU ALL: provides access to all views 
• EDPF TRACKING MENU SIGNIN: provides access to the Sign In and Display Board views—it 

includes the ability to add patients. This menu also provides access to the following data-entry 
fields:  
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1. Complaint for Display Board 
2. Room / Area 
3. Source (the source of patients’ visits) 

• EDPF TRACKING MENU TRIAGE: provides access to the Triage and Display Board 
views—it includes the ability to add patients. This menu also provides access to the 
following data-entry fields: 

1. Complaint for Display Board  
2. Long Complaint (optional) 
3. Room / Area 
4. Acuity 
5. Status 
6. Nurse 
7. Provider 
8. Resident (if the Show residents on entry form parameter is enabled) 
9. Source 
10. Clinic (if the Show clinics on entry form parameter is enabled) 

• EDPF TRACKING MENU CLINICIAN: provides access to the Update, Disposition, and Display 
Board views—it includes the ability to remove patients from the board and provides access to the 
following data-entry fields: 

1. Room / Area 
2. Status 
3. Provider, Resident, and Nurse staff-assignment lists 
4. Comments 
5. Disposition 
6. Delay Reason (if the Delay reason is required…parameter is enabled) 
7. Diagnosis 

• EDPF TRACKING VIEW CONFIGURE: provides access to the Configure view—which includes 
the ability to configure rooms and areas, colors, one or multiple display boards, site-configurable 
parameters, and the contents of application pick lists 

• EDPF TRACKING VIEW DISPOSITION: provides access to the Disposition view—it includes 
the ability to remove patients from the board and provides access to the following data-entry fields:   

1. Room / Area 
2. Status 
3. Provider 
4. Resident 
5. Disposition 
6. Delay Reason 
7. Diagnosis 

• EDPF TRACKING VIEW EDIT CLOSED: provides access to the Edit Closed view, which 
includes the ability to edit all data-entry fields for closed visits; the EDIS project team recommends 
limiting access to this view  

• EDPF TRACKING VIEW REPORTS: provides access to the Reports view, which includes the 
ability to run administrative reports; separate keys control user access to export and print privileges, 
and to limited-access reports (See Section 4.4, “Assign Keys for EDIS Users”) 

• EDPF TRACKING VIEW SIGNIN: provides access to the Sign In view  
• EDPF TRACKING VIEW STAFF: provides access to the Assign Staff view—it offers the ability 

to update physician-, resident-, and nursing-staff pick lists  
• EDPF TRACKING VIEW TRIAGE: provides access to the Triage view 
• EDPF TRACKING VIEW UPDATE: provides access to the Update view 
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To reiterate: work with your site’s CACs and emergency-department managers to gather a list 
of EDIS users and determine which views each user needs. Assign to each user only views he 
or she needs. 

1. Log in to VistA.  
2. At the Select OPTION NAME prompt type eve and then press the <Enter> key. 
3. At the Choose 1-5 prompt, type the number 1 (for EVE Systems Manager Menu) and press the 

<Enter> key. 
4. At the Select Systems Manager Menu Option prompt, type User Management and press the 

<Enter> key.  
5. At the Select User Management Option prompt, type edit (for Edit an Existing User) and press 

the <Enter> key. 
6. At the Select NEW PERSON NAME prompt, type the user’s name using the following format: 

lastname,firstname. Press the <Enter> key. 
7. Press the <Down Arrow> key to highlight the Select SECONDARY MENU OPTIONS field. 

(Type a question mark (?) to see a list of the secondary options that are currently assigned to the 
user.) 

8. In the SECONDARY MENU OPTIONS field, type one of the options listed above and then press 
the <Enter> key:  

9. At the Are you adding …as a new SECONDARY MENU OPTIONS (the…for this NEW 
PERSON)? No// prompt, type Yes and press the <Enter> key.  

10. Press the <Enter> key again to accept this new option. 
11. In the SYNONYM field, type a synonym for the option (optional). Press the <Enter> key. 
12. Press the <Enter> key to close the COMMAND field and return to the Select SECONDARY 

MENU OPTIONS field. 
13. Repeat steps 6 through 12 to assign other options as necessary. 
14. Press the <Down Arrow> key to move through the Edit Existing User dialog. At the end of each 

page, type the letter n in the COMMAND field to enter the following page.  
15. Stop on page 3. 
16. Check the user’s person class, which appears on page 3, to make sure the user’s person class is 

active.  
17. If the user’s person class is not active, select an active person class for the user.  
18. When you have entered all applicable secondary menu options and verified that the user has an 

active person class, type the word Exit in the COMMAND field. 
19. At the Save changes before leaving form (Y/N)? prompt, type the letter Y and press the <Enter> 

key. 

4.4. Assign Keys for EDIS Users 
Assign keys for users who need access to additional reporting capabilities. The following 
keys are available: 

• EDPR EXPORT enables the export option for EDIS reports  
• EDPR PROVIDER allows users to access to the Provider report, which lists statistics for each 

emergency department provider 
• EDPR XREF provides access to the Patient XRef (cross reference) report, which associates 

patients’ emergency department visit numbers with their patient IDs 
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1. Log in to VistA 
2. At the Select OPTION NAME prompt, type eve and then press the <Enter> key.  
3. At the Choose 1-5 prompt, type the number 1 (for EVE Systems Manager Menu) and then press 

the <Enter> key. 
4. At the Select Systems Manager Menu Option prompt, type menu (for Menu Management) and 

then press the <Enter> key. 
5. At the Select Menu Management Option prompt, type the word key (for Key Management) and 

then press the <Enter> key. . 
6. At the Select Key Management Option prompt, type the word allocation (for Allocation of 

Security Keys). Press the <Enter> key. 
7. At the Allocate key prompt, type the name of the security key you want to assign—EDPF 

EXPORT, for example. Press the <Enter> key. 
8. At the Holder of key prompt, type the name of the first user to whom you are assigning the key and 

then press the <Enter> key.  
9. At the Another holder prompt, type the name of a second user to whom you are assigning the key 

and then press the <Enter> key. Repeat this step for all users to whom you are assigning the key. 
10. At the You are allocating keys. Do you wish to proceed? YES// prompt, press the <Enter> key 

to accept the default response.  

4.5. Configure Workstations to Run EDIS (If Not Done Earlier) 
If the workstations that will be running EDIS have not been configured, follow the 
instructions in sections 2.4 through 2.7 now. 

Basic EDIS installation is now complete and users may begin using EDIS.  

4.6. Configure a Display Board Size 
The EDIS Configure view allows users to select the optimal screen size for your site’s 
electronic whiteboard (or big-board) display. The application ships with the following 
display sizes:  

• 640 x 480 
• 800 x 600 
• 1024 x 768 
• 1280 x 800 
• 1280 x 1024 
If your site’s optimal display size isn’t on this list, you can add it by taking the following 
steps. 
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1. Log in to VistA. 
2. At the Select OPTION NAME prompt, type xpar menu (for XPAR MENU TOOLS) and then 

press the <Enter> key. 
3. At the Select General Parameter Tools Option prompt, type ep (for Edit Parameter Values) and 

then press the <Enter> key.  
4. At the Select PARAMETER DEFINITION NAME prompt, type edpf screen (for EDPF 

SCREEN SIZES) and then press the <Enter> key. 
5. At the Enter selection prompt, type 5 (for Division) and then press the <Enter> key. 
6. At the Select INSTITUTION NAME prompt, type the name of your institution or its station 

number and then press the <Enter> key. 
7. At the Select Sequence prompt, type a number that represents the selection-list sequence in which 

you want the display size to appear and press the <Enter> key.  
8. If you are adding this sequence as a new sequence, respond to the Are you adding…as a new 

Sequence? Yes// prompt by pressing the <Enter> key to accept the default.  
9. At the Screen Size (WIDTHxHEIGHT) prompt, type the screen size you want EDIS to list and 

press the <Enter> key. 
10. Repeat steps 7 through 9 to add additional selections to the screen-size list (as needed). 
 

See Appendix D: "Add Screen Sizes for Large Displays" for a sample dialog that adds a 
1200x1920 (portrait) display to the display list. 

4.7. Configure EDIS to Work with Omnicell 
If your site wants EDIS to work with its Omnicell implementation, you must manually add 
the Omnicell event protocol (VEFS SDAM) to the EDIS EDP NEW PATIENT event.  

1. Open VA FileMan.  
2. At the Select OPTION prompt, type the number 1 (ENTER OR EDIT FILE ENTRIES). 
3. At the INPUT TO WHAT FILE prompt, type the word protocol (PROTOCOL). 
4. At the EDIT WHICH FIELD prompt, type the word item. 
5. At the CHOOSE 1–2 prompt, type the number 1 (ITEM (multiple)). 
6. At the EDIT WHICH ITEM SUB-FIELD prompt, press the <Enter> key to accept the default 

response (ALL).  
7. At the THEN EDIT FIELD prompt, press the <Enter> key without typing a response. 
8. At the Select PROTOCOL NAME prompt, type EDP NEW PATIENT. 
9. At the Select ITEM prompt, type VEFS SDAM (the Omnicell event protocol). You don’t need to 

respond to prompts for other fields in the ITEM multiple.  

4.8. Configure EDIS Timeouts and Timeout Countdowns 
EDIS uses the same parameter settings that CPRS uses for application timeouts and timeout 
countdowns: ORWOR TIMEOUT CHART and ORWOR TIMEOUT COUNTDOWN settings. 
If the ORWOR TIMEOUT CHART parameter contains a value, this value determines the 
amount of time that EDIS can sit idle before it displays a timeout warning and begins its 
countdown. If the ORWOR TIMEOUT CHART parameter contains no value, EDIS uses the 
value of the Timed Read (DTIME) parameter, which is available through VistA’s user-setup 
menu.  

The value of the ORWOR TIMEOUT COUNTDOWN setting determines the length of the 
application’s timeout countdown.    
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EDIS displays its timeout message and countdown within the browser, at the bottom of users’ 
current EDIS views. Because JAWS cannot read this message, EDIS also sounds a chime as 
it begins its timeout countdown.

4.8.1. Set the EDIS (and CPRS) Timeout  
You can set the ORWOR TIMEOUT CHART parameter at the system, division, and user 
levels.  

1. In XPAR MENU TOOLS, at the Select General Parameter Tools Option prompt, type EP 
(Edit Parameter Values) and press the <Enter> key. 

2. At the Select PARAMETER DEFINITION NAME prompt, type ORWOR TIMEOUT 
CHART and press the <Enter> key. 

3. At the Enter selection prompt, type the number 1 (User), 3 (Division), or 5 (System), 
depending upon the level at which you want to apply this timeout value. 

i. If you typed the number 1 (User), type the user’s name at the Select NEW PERSON 
NAME prompt. 

ii. If you typed the number 2 (Division), type the division or institution name at the Select 
INSTITUTION NAME prompt. 

4. At the Timeout (GUI Chart) prompt, type the number of seconds that can pass with CPRS 
and EDIS idle before the chart or EDIS times out.  

Note:  The longest number of seconds that will currently work for EDIS timeout 
values is 2147483 (nearly 25 days).  

4.9. Backing out EDIS VistA Components 
EDIS is a new package; it has its own namespace (EDP) and installs files in its own number 
space (230-234). (Please see section 2.1 "Check the 230-234 Number Space.”) EDIS’s 
interaction with other parts of VistA is mostly limited to listening for patient events. If you 
decide not to use EDIS after you install it, you can take the following steps to remove the 
application. After taking these steps, EDIS components will not run and EDIS will not 
interact with other VistA packages.  

1. Edit the Protocol file (#101) to stop EDP OR MONITOR processes from listening for ordering 
and scheduling events: 

a. Remove EDP OR MONITOR from: 
OR EVSEND RA 
OR EVSEND LRCH 
OR EVSEND FH 
OR EVSEND PS 
OR EVSEND GMRC 

b. Remove EDP MONITOR from: 
RA EVSEND OR 
LR70 CH EVSEND OR 
PS EVSEND OR 
GMRC EVSEND OR 
FH EVSEND OR 
OR EVSEND ORG 
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2. Delete the values your site entered in the EDPF LOCATION parameter. This will stop EDIS 
listening events for locations that your site identified in this parameter as emergency department 
locations.  

3. Delete the list of values for the EDPF BIGBOARD KIOSKS parameter. This will prevent large 
display boards from running at your site.  

4. To prevent end users from running EDIS software, remove user access to, or disable the following 
EDIS menu options: 
EDPF TRACKING MENU ALL   menu 
EDPF TRACKING MENU CLINICIAN   menu 
EDPF TRACKING MENU SIGNIN   menu 
EDPF TRACKING M ENU TRIAGE   menu 
EDPF TRACKING VIEW BOARD   menu 
EDPF TRACKING VIEW CONFIGURE   menu 
EDPF TRACKING VIEW DISPOSITION   menu 
EDPF TRACKING VIEW EDIT CLOSED   menu 
EDPF TRACKING VIEW REPORTS   menu 
EDPF TRACKING VIEW SIGNIN   menu 
EDPF TRACKING VIEW STAFF   menu 
EDPF TRACKING VIEW TRIAGE   menu 
EDPF TRACKING VIEW UPDATE   menu 
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5. Configure a Workstation to Run the Large Display Board 
EDIS supports large displays that act as electronic whiteboards to help track patients through their 
visits. These big-board displays are usually large plasma or liquid crystal display (LCD) monitors. 
You should place these display boards carefully, with consideration for the type of information 
each board is configured to display. Take care to place your boards so that confidential patient 
data isn’t in view of people who are not authorized to see it.  

Large display boards run in kiosk mode—a method of operation designed for Internet kiosks and 
other settings where limiting end-user interactions with applications is advisable. Kiosk mode 
locks down the user interface to protect applications from accidental or deliberate misuse.  

To set up your big-board display, you will:  

• Confirm software prerequisites  
• Make hidden files and folders visible  
• Configure the big-board’s power, screensaver, and sound settings  
• Add your local IRM security group to the machine’s local Administrator group  
• Add your machine to its own local Administrator group 
• Configure auto login and auto-login lockdown for your big-board display  
• Configure kiosk mode in VistA 

 

Following are steps for setting up a large (big-board) display. 

5.1. Confirm Software Prerequisites 
The EDIS project team recommends using a machine that’s running a fresh installation of the 
VA’s gold image, which includes Adobe Flash Player and Internet Explorer (IE). Flash 
Player and IE must be running on the machine that you set up to run the big-board display.  

Note:  You’ll be connecting this machine to the VHAMASTER domain instead of your VISN 
domain.  

5.2. Make Hidden Files and Folders Visible 
Before you set up your site’s big-board display to run in kiosk mode, you’ll need to 
configure the machine’s power, sound, and screensaver settings. As a first step, please make 
sure your system’s hidden files and folders are visible.  

Go to C:\Documents and Settings. If you can see the Default User folder, skip to Section 1.3. 
If you cannot see this folder, please take the following steps:  

1. Double-click the My Computer icon on your machine’s desktop. 
2. Double-click Local Disc (C:) under the Hard Disk Drives heading. 
3. Click Tools on the main menu.  
4. Select Folder Options on the Tools menu. Windows displays the Folder Options dialog box.

5. Select the dialog’s View tab.

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6. Click the Hidden files and folders folder. 
7. Select Show hidden files and folders. 
8. Click Apply to All Folders in the Folder Views box. 
9. Click Apply. Windows displays the Folder views dialog box, which asks if you want to set all of 

the folders on your computer to match the current folder’s view settings. 
10. Click Yes. 
11. Click OK. 

5.3. Configure the Machine’s Power, Sound, and Screensaver Settings 
You’ll need to create a new user account to set up restrictions for the system’s power, sound, 
and screensaver settings. When you’re finished, you’ll copy the new user’s profile to your Default 
User Profile folder, after which you can delete the new user’s account if you want to.  
 
Take the following steps on the machine that will power your site’s big-board display: 

1. Log in as a site or machine administrator. You must have local administrator rights to set the 
machine’s power schema.  

2. Right-click the My Computer icon on the machine’s desktop and select Manage. Windows 
displays the Computer Management dialog box.  

3. In the left-hand side of the pane, click to expand Local Users and Groups (under System Tools.)  
4. Click to open the Users folder. 
5. Click Action on the dialog box’s main menu and select New User. The Windows system displays 

the New User dialog box.

7. Type a password for the testuser account in the Password box. 
8. Type the same password in the Confirm password box. 
9. Cancel the selection of the User must change password at next logon box.

12. Click Groups in the left-hand pane. 
13. Double-click Administrators in the right-hand pane. 
14. Click Add. The Windows system displays the Select Users, Computers, or Groups dialog box.  
15. Click Object Types and select the Users check box.  
16. Click Locations and select the computer’s name. 
17. Click OK.  
18. In the Enter the object names to select (examples) box, type testuser.  
19. Click OK. testuser should appear in the Members list. 
20. Click Apply. 
21. Log off the current administrator account. 
22. Log in using the newly created testuser account.  

5.3.1. Change the Sound Control Setting to Mute 
1. Click the Volume icon in the system tray.

Right-click anywhere on the Windows desktop and select Properties. Windows displays 
the Display Properties dialog box.

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Note:  When you choose the Presentation scheme, please make sure that power 
settings in the Settings for Presentation power scheme box—Turn off 
monitor, Turn off hard disks, and System standby—are all set to Never 
under the Plugged in profile.  

9. Click Apply.

You will need this 
information when you configure big-board display options in VistA. (Please 
see “Add a Display Board Size” in the EDIS installation guide for 
instructions on how to add a display-board size using the EDPF SCREEN 
SIZES parameter. For instructions on how to configure a display board’s 
screen size via the application’s Configure view, see the EDIS user guide’s 
“Add a New Display Board” section.)

5.3.3. Copy the Testuser Profile Account into the Default User Account

5. Select the testuser profile and click the Copy To button. Windows displays the Copy To

6. Click Browse and browse to the C:\Documents and Settings\Default User folder.

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8. In the Permitted to Use and Change box, click Change. The Windows system displays the 
Select User or Group dialog box. In the Enter the object name to select box, type Everyone 
and click OK.

5.4. Add Your Local IRM Security Group to the Machine’s Local 
Administrator Group. 

You must add your local IRM security group to your computer’s Administrator group so that 
your local IRM staff can support the machine should something—a video card, for example—
go awry.  
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1. Right-click on the My Computer icon and select Manage. Windows displays the Computer 
Management dialog box. 

2. In the left-hand pane, expand Local Users and Groups.  
3. Select the Groups folder. Windows displays a list of the local machine’s groups in the right-hand 

pane.  
4. Double-click the Administrators group. Windows displays the Administrators Properties dialog 

box.  
5. Click the Add button. 
6. In the Enter the object names to select box, type 

VHAMASTER\[YOURIRMSECURITYGROUPNAME]. 
7. Click OK. 

5.5. Add the Machine to Its Own Local Administrator Group 
You must add the display board to your computer’s Administrator group so that it will have 
access to the private keystores that EDIS uses for two-way Secure Sockets Layer (SSL) 
encryption. A group policy will ensure that the display board remains locked down.  

1. Right-click on the My Computer icon and select Manage. Windows displays the Computer 
Management dialog box. 

2. In the left-hand pane, expand Local Users and Groups.  
3. Select the Groups folder. Windows displays a list of the local machine’s groups in the right-hand 

pane.  
4. Double-click the Administrators group. Windows displays the Administrators Properties dialog 

box.  
5. Click the Add button. 
6. In the Enter the object names to select box, type VHAMASTER\VHAISLEDISBIGBOARD. 
7. Click OK. 

5.6. Configure Auto Login and Auto Login Lockdown  
On the computer that will power your big-board display: 

1. Create a folder named Vista under the Program Files directory.  
2. Create another folder (within the Vista folder) named EDP. The resulting directory path should 

look exactly like this: C:\Program Files\Vista\EDP. 
3. If you haven’t already done this, retrieve the EDP_1_0.zip file from an OFIO ANONYMOUS 

SOFTWARE directory. (See section 2.22, “Retrieve the EDP1_0.KID File and EDP_1_0.ZIP 
File.”)  

4. Extract the contents of EDP_1_0.zip to a folder on your machine’s desktop. This folder will contain 
the following two files: Launch_EDIS.exe and edisautologon.reg.  

5. Copy Launch_EDIS.exe to the EDP folder you created (C:\Program Files\Vista\EDP). The resulting 
directory path should look exactly like this: C:\Program Files\Vista\EDP\Launch_EDIS.exe. 

6. Double-click the edisautologon.reg file; this saves the registry settings that provide credentials for 
the EDIS auto-logon process to the machine’s registry files.  

7. Reboot the computer. 
8. Confirm that auto logon is working properly (the computer should automatically log in at this 

point). 
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5.7. Contact the VA National Helpdesk at 888.596.4357 or Create a 
Remedy Ticket  

If you call the helpdesk, please tell the person who answers your call that you are making a 
display-board setup request. If you create a Remedy ticket, select the Display Board Setup 
Request option.  

You will need to provide the fully qualified domain name of the workstation that will power 
the EDIS display (isl-testedis.vha.med.va.gov, for example). You must also provide the 
machine’s administrator account name—this is the name under which you intend to join the 
machine to EDIS lockdown security and EDIS auto-start groups. The helpdesk will add your 
machine’s name to the EDIS LockdownSecurity Group and will add your machine’s 
administrator account to the EDIS auto-start group.  

Note:  Please wait to receive notification from EDIS helpdesk support that it has added 
your machine to the VHAMASTER domain.  

5.8. Wait until the VA National Helpdesk Calls or Sends an Email Message 
to Notify You that it has Completed Your Requests. 

After you receive notification that the helpdesk has completed your requests, open a new 
Remedy ticket asking your local IRM to add the machine to the VHAMASTER domain 
(vha.med.va.gov). The machine will automatically join the computer account that the 
helpdesk created in the proper OU.   

The directory service will automatically push the EDIS Group Policy Objects (GPOs) and a 
SSL certificate to your machine. Please follow the instructions in section 5.9 while this push 
is occurring. After you complete the steps in section 5.9, you will need to log out and then 
immediately log back in to confirm that kiosk mode is working properly. If your machine has 
received the GPOs and the SSL certificate, it will automatically launch the big board. 
Otherwise, it will provide a relevant error message. 

If kiosk mode is working properly, you may now delete the testuser account you created 
earlier in the process.  

5.9. Configure Kiosk Mode in VistA  
You must complete the following task in your VistA system before the EDIS display board 
can run in kiosk mode. You can perform this task while you are waiting for your machine to 
receive the GPOs that will run your big-board display.  

Background 

When the EDIS Web server receives a service request from a computer that claims to be a 
kiosk, the Web server requests a certificate from the requesting computer. The server uses 
this certificate to get the name of the computer and then does an additional check with the 
local VistA system to make sure the computer name is in the list of computer names that are 
authorized to run the kiosk.  

To set up the list of authorized kiosk computer names on the VistA system: 

• You must possess the EDPF KIOSKS security key; this key allows you to set up kiosks on the 
VistA system 
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• You must know the fully qualified name of the computer that will be running the kiosk; this name 
will look something like this: isl-testedis.vha.med.va.gov (please note that machine names now use 
the .vha.med.va.gov extension) 

 

To add computer names to the list: 

1. Use the EDPF BIGBOARD KIOSKS option to set up the kiosk. At the Select OPTION NAME 
prompt, type EDPF BIGBOARD KIOSKS. 

2. At the Select INSTITUTION NAME prompt, type your institution’s number. 
3. At the Select action prompt, type Add. 
4. At the Computer Name prompt, type the fully qualified name of the computer. 
5. At the Display Board prompt, type the display board’s name. 

An example: 
Select OPTION NAME: EDPF BIGBOARD KIOSKS       Display Board Kiosks  
Select INSTITUTION NAME: SLC-DEV

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You may use the other options to change and remove kiosks. It is important that the display 
board name match exactly the display board name that is configured in EDIS. Display-board 
names are case sensitive. 

5.9.1. Add a Display Board Size 
The EDIS Configure view allows you to select the optimal screen size for your site’s 
electronic whiteboard display. For instructions on how to configure display sizes, see 
section 4.6 “Configure a Display Board Size.” 

For instructions on how to configure a display board’s screen size via the application’s 
Configure view, see the EDIS user guide’s “Add a New Display Board” section. 

5.10. Confirm your settings 
Reboot the computer and check to make sure:  

• The EDIS big-board user auto logon is successful 
• The certificate script runs successfully 
• The big-board screen kiosk mode executes properly 

5.10.1. If Necessary: Log in to the Kiosk as an Administrator 
If you find it necessary to stop the auto logon process and log in to the machine as an 
administrator:  

1. Simultaneously press the <Ctrl>, <Alt>, and <Delete> keys while the big board kiosk 
screen is running.   

2. Click the Logoff button to log off the EDIS big-board user.   
3. When you see the VA security banner, do not click on the OK button. Instead, hold down 

the <Shift> key and press the <Enter> key. This will bring up the Windows login dialog 
box.   

4. Use this dialog box to log in to the machine as an administrator 
 
You can also stop the auto logon process when the VA Security banner screen appears. 
Instead of clicking OK, simultaneously press the <Shift> and <Enter> keys. This will 
stop the auto logon process and allow you to log in as an administrator.

If your site uses RALS software from Medical Automation Systems (AMS) and you are not 
planning to use Appointment Management to create emergency-department visits in the Patient 
Care Encounters (PCE) package, you’ll need to install an updated version of the GTS interface 
routine ANGBLGTS5.  

The older version of this routine uses events from Appointment Management to store information 
from point-of-care (POC) devices in VistA. Because EDIS makes it possible to create emergency-
department visits in CPRS without using Appointment Management, some sites are opting not to 
use this Scheduling package application. The updated version of GTS ANGBLGTS5 supports 
RALS interaction with VistA for sites that plan to use EDIS to create emergency-department 
visits.
